The appearance for counseling does not ensure the admission to P.G. courses, Admission will be 
given depending on the  availability of seats. 

 
After  your admission, you will be appointed as Junior Resident in the Institute for a period 

not exceeding three years from the date of your joining.  You will have to abide by the Residency 
rules and MD/MS course regulation of the Institute.  Your admission shall be subject to the statutes, 
ordinances, rules, regulations framed by the University from time to time. 

 
At the time of admission you shall have to submit a duly notarised bond on a non-judicial 

stamp paper of Rs.100/-(To be purchased from U.P. only), solemnly affirming that you will complete 
the course of studies.  In the event of your leaving the course before 60 days of joining, you will have 
to pay the Institute a sum of Rs.25,000/- and after  60 days of joining, you will have to pay 
Rs.1,00,000/-.   
 
 During the course of study you will not absent yourself from the duty without prior sanction 
of leave failing which action will be taken as per rules that may be applicable from time to time. 
 
 Your admission shall be cancelled and disciplinary action will be taken at any time, if it is 
discovered that you had submitted fake/forged certificates/marks sheets/photographs or any other 
document.
